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Tips for Safe Winter Driving
* Maintain a safe following distance
* Drop your speed to match road conditions
*  Watch for black ice and accelerate and brake slowly
* Avoid sudden moves and know how to handle a skid
* See and be seen
* Be extremely cautious when approaching highway maintenance vehicles

* Install winter tires
* Change your wiper blades to winter blades
