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SAFEWORK PROCEDURE - REFUSE TRUCK OPERATORS TO CROSS ROADWAYS
Purpose

The City of Nanaimo is committed to establish and maintain health and safety in the work place.  Our interest as a municipality lies in the protection and well being of people, property, equipment and the environment.  Our goal is to create safe working conditions combined with job training to achieve a reduction of accidents and injuries and to promote health, safety and wellness in all our work sites.

Procedure

· Note:  Refuse Truck Operators are not required to pickup refuse from across the roadway.  On the rare occasion where they choose to do so the following safe work procedure must be followed:  (for example: if a resident has missed their refuse pickup on the first pass of their side of the street and do get their refuse out to the curb before the truck's second pass, the operator may accommodate the resident by taking their garbage).

· Ensure the refuse truck flashers are already on.

· Signal to the resident you will come across the roadway to pick up their refuse rather than have the resident bring their refuse to the truck.

· Prepare to cross the roadway at a location at least 5 feet ahead of the front of the truck to increase your angle of visibility for oncoming traffic.

· Move to the outside edge of the refuse truck and look both ways for traffic.

· When there is no risk of being struck by a vehicle, proceed to cross the roadway directly.

· Step off the roadway (onto the curb if there is one).

· Prepare to take the refuse (either by bag or refuse container). Turn and face the roadway.

· Again, when there is no risk of being struck by a vehicle, proceed to cross the roadway directly and dump the refuse into the truck hopper.

· Repeat this procedure if necessary to return a refuse container to the opposite curb.
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Enforcement: Employees who are found to be in contravention of the provisions of this Procedure will be subject to appropriate disciplinary action.
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
